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Copyright concept from the very inception back in 18th century has served no purpose at all. Its usability never was substantiated by any reliable data.

Why? Because:

1. An author has to shop for and cell a work to a publisher, producer, etc. regardless any rights. Thus, "right to make copies" is "necessary" for publishers only.

2.  However, if no rights are here then all works are for all publishers as soon, as a work published for the first time. This would create a tough environment for publishers, but competition is good for a market, economy, audience, general public and society as a whole.

So, the best thing to provide in practice would be the total abolishment of any exclusive rights, once and for all.
